Subject: The weather forecast.
Objectives:

Practical: to practice the usage of lexical units by pupils;

to practice grammar Present Simple and Future Simple;

to develop pupils’ speaking and reading skills; 
to improve pupils’ listening skills; 
Educational: to stimulate pupils’ imaginative thinking on the subject;

to develop pupils outlook creative way of thinking; 
Developing: to develop pupils’ abilities to analyze facts and information;

Equipment: a DVD, a video film about forecast, cards with different tasks, a tape recorder, song ‘Head and Shoulders’, pictures.
Procedure
I. Organizing a lesson. Greetings.
Teacher: Good morning dear boys and girls. I am glad to see you.

Pupils: We are glad to see you too.

(The pupils answer the teacher’s questions).

Teacher: Tell me please what the weather is like today? What kind of weather do you know? What kind of weather do you prefer?

II. Phonetic warm-up.
Teacher: The weather can be of different kinds and we can do a lot of things at different kind of it. We can like it or no, but we all depend on it. So let’s read a nice poem about it.  

	Whether the weather be cold,
Whether the weather be hot,

Whether the weather be fine,

Or whether the weather be not.

Whatever the weather

We must have the weather

Whether we like it or not.


III. Lexical warm-up
Teacher: Do you like this poem? What do you think about it?
Pupil 1: I like this poem because it says that weather is always good.

Pupil 2: I think each kind of weather is good, because we need sunny weather. But also we need rains and snows.

Pupil 3: I agree with my friends. Our planet needs rains, snows and sometimes wind.

Teacher: Englishmen say there is no bad weather, there are bad clothes. Do you agree with it? 

Pupil: I think that’s true. We can play snowballs when it is a snowy weather or play computer when it is a rainy weather.

IV. Checking hometask.

The pupils describe the weather they like.

Possible answer: My favourite weather is in summer when it is warm. I like when the sun shines brightly and there is no cloud in the sky. Sometimes it can be a soft wind. When the weather is nice I go to the river or to the forest. Also I can play outside with my friends. 
V. Listening Comprehension
Teacher: As we see we like different kinds of weather but every kind of weather is good for us and our planet. We all depend on it. When we know what kind of weather will be we can plan our time. So, now let’s watch the news and listen to the forecast and write what the weather will be in different places. 
Tapescript: “Good evening. And here is the weather forecast for tomorrow.
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Scotland will be cold with snow in the mountains. 
In the north of England it will be a wet day with 
heavy showers that will move to Northern 
Wales during the afternoon. The Midlands will 
be dry but cloudy. In the south of England the 
day will be bright and clear with a lot of 
sunshine but it may be windy in the evening. 

We hope that tomorrow you will have a nice day. Bye-bye!”

VI. Speaking

Teacher: Now in pairs you have pictures and your task is to compare what the weather is today and what it will be tomorrow. These words will help you to describe it.
