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Цикл уроків на тему: 

“Природа. Погода”

Lesson 1: “I like Spring!”
The Objectives:

1) to learn new lexical material on topic “Seasons”;
2) to point out what do people do during a certain season;
3) to develop pupils’ ability to self-study and to search an information;
4) to revise the use of Present Simple;
5) to master pupils’ listening comprehension, writing and reading skills;
Visual Aids: CD recorder, CDs, flash-cards, posters, costumes, blackboard, markers, carpet.
The Course of the Lesson:
1. Phonetic warm-up:

The teacher greets the pupils and organizes the class for the work. He/she announces the topic of the lesson. For the phonetic warm-up the teacher presents the poem “Seasons”. It is pinned up on the board with double e underlined. Then follows choral and individual repetition: 
Winter freezes lakes,
Spring grows the seeds,
Summer seeks for fun,
Autumn beetroots brings!
2. Lexical warm-up:
The teacher shows the pictures of four seasons of the year. Pupils name and translate them.
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3. LISTENING & Presentation:

The teacher tells the class that each of these seasons has three sons, months. He/she asks the pupils to guess them. Three boys dressed up in winter costumes come in:
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P1: A perfect time for Christmas

And for New Year Day.

Let’s dance around the tree!
December is my name!  
P2: I’m January month,
I come with bitter frosts.

The coldest day with snow

Is what I like the most! 

P3: The last one, who is it?
It’s February time.
He’s gently asking you:
“Oh, be my Valentine!”
The teacher calls three spring month. They come in costumes with flowers and leaves and say:
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P4: The warm rays of the sun
Are melting ice and snow.

But it’s still cold enough.

I’m March, for you to know! 

P5: In April, dear folks,
Are green all plains and bumps.

The birds sing merry songs

And Easter bunny jumps!
P6: Pick up the brightest flower,

It is all Mother’s Day

And kiss your dear mummy,

Remember it’s in May! 
After them come three summer months carrying a boll, tennis rocket and colorful beach umbrella:
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P7: It’s time for June to come,
But, dear friends, remember!
There is no school at all,
See you in September!  

P8: Let’s go to sunny seaside,
Say everyone “Goodbye!”
 Let’s swim sunbath together, 
 Let’s do it in July!
P9: The end of summer time: 
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August works the hardest,

He is in hurry, mind, 

To gather all the harvest! 
Teacher invites three autumn moths:

P10: September rings the bell,
  It’s time to go to school!
  Knowledge is a treasure,

  Learn this simple rule!  

P11: Hello! It’s me, October,
  Let’s play on Halloween!
  And bring the biggest pumpkin, 
   For party to begin!
P12: November comes at last, 

  How cold it is outside!
  Put on your coat and gloves,
  To walk and for a ride!

Pupils put down the names of the month into their vocabularies and drill them.

4. READING COMREHENSION:
a) pre-reading: 

The teacher presents some new word on the blackboard. Pupils put them down into their vocabularies:
plant [ pla:nt ] саджати
flower [ flauer ] квітка
hole [ hәul ] ямка
seed [ si:d ] насіння
cover [ k/\vә: ] засипати
grow [grәu ] рости, вирощувати
Pupils look at the pictures from the text, describe them and try to guess what time of the year and what season is.
b) while-reading:
The teacher asks the pupils to read the text in pairs. 
I like Spring!
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c) post reading:

Pupils translate the text and act out the dialogues. They say what funny objects they would like to plant to have them bigger.
5. WRITING:

Using markers pupils complete the posters pinned up on the blackboard.

6. RELAXATION:

Pupils sit on a carpet and close their eyes. The teacher runs the CD with the following sounds. He/she asks the pupils to imagine the situation and name the month or time of the year connected with it.

- birds singing; (summer, spring, March, May, June…)
- people singing carols; (winter, December, January)
- strong wind blowing; (autumn, winter…)
- rain falling; (autumn, summer, November…)
- people walking on snow; (winter, December, January…)
7. Speaking:
The teacher writes the beginnings of the sentences on the blackboard and ask the pupils to end them. Each pupil has to give to answers not repeating the previous ones:

· In autumn people…

· In winter people … 
· In spring people…
· In summer people…

8. Hometask setting:
- to learn the new word by heart;

- to describe favorite season and month;
- to 
9. SUMMAR OF THE LESSON:
a) revision of what was learned during the lesson;

b) evaluation.
