Subject: The weather in different seasons.
Objectives:

Practical: to develop pupils’ reading and speaking skills; 
to practice grammar Present Simple and Comparision of Ajectives;

to practice project work;

Educational: to get pupils involved in discussion of different seasons;

to motivate pupils to study and understand English language;

Developing: to enrich pupils’ knowledge on the topical issues;

to develop pupils’ abilities to analyze given information.
Equipment: cards with texts about seasons, pictures, cards with different tasks, posters of seasons 
Procedure
I. Organizing a lesson. Greetings.
Teacher: Good morning dear boys and girls. I am glad to see you.

Pupils: We are glad to see you too.

Teacher: What a lovely weather today! Do you agree with me?

Pupil 1: I agree with you. It is warm and sunny today.

Pupil 2: But today it is windy. I think the weather will change.

Pupil 3: Today it is colder than yesterday.

II. Phonetic warm-up.
Teacher: Today the weather is colder than it was yesterday. Of course it changes and each season has its unique weather. Now let’s look and read what Englishmen say about it.



III. Lexical warm-up
Teacher: What do you think about this proverb?

Pupil 1: I think it means that each season is good for something nice that is at that time. For example, winter is good for skating and skiing.

Pupil 2: I think that everything we do has to have its time. 
Teacher: And what season is the best for you? Why do you like it? 

Pupil 2: As for me the best season is summer because it is warm. I have a lot of free time. 

Pupil 3: I like winter because there is much snow and I can play snowballs. Teacher: What’s the weather is like in autumn?

Pupil: it is cold and windy. It often rains.
Teacher: And can you tell us your forcast for tomorrow?
IV. Checking hometask.

The pupils read their reports about the weather.
Possible answer:
Tomorrow we’ll have a nice day. It will be foggy in the morning. But at ten o’clock it will clear up. The sun will be shining. It will be a nice warm day.
V. Reading comprehension.

Teacher: As we see the weather is different in different season. Now you’ll work in small groups. Each group will read the text about one season. Then you have to answer the questions. With their help you have to do a project and present it to the rest of the class. (Addition 1)
VI. Speaking
The pupils present the season they have. During their presentation the rest of the class fill in the table using the example. (Addition 2)
